Notice of meeting was posted at the Post Office, Village Hall and Alliance Bank on Monday, July 11th, 2022
Meeting was called to order by Village President Dave Busch with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7pm on Tuesday, July 12th, 2022 at the Village Hall. Members Present: Village President Dave Busch, Trustees: Tim Bossert, Stan Meier, Ed Bork, Greg Hofer, Holly Burce and Chuck Speltz. Also Present: Maintenance Supervisor Hank Koenig, Clerk/Treasurer Carrie Venner-Adams and Resident Kale Olson-Reed. 
Public Comments: none
Committee Reports: Finance: no report Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: Blacktopping/patching and crack fill prices were examined and discussed; motion was made to crack fill Eikamp street going past the pool and North Main Street with approximate cost of $1,500-$2,000, grader patches on Golfview Road (Golfview will be assessed by street committee) and intersection of North Main and CTY OO with approximate cost of $3,000; cut and re-blacktop ditch by post office with approximate cost of $2,000 (MOTION C. Speltz/E. Bork).  Playground by Hope Church deteriorating and unsafe, will be removed; suggestion was made to look into donations or help to get new playground equipment. Chlorine pump stopped working; Village is required by DNR to always have a spare one on hand. Phone dialer at water pump was ruined during storm during June, new one will be ordered at cost of $269, Hank will install. Water and Sewer rates were discussed, no increase in rates for at least the last two years. Motion was made to increase sewer rates by 5% and 2.5% every year after starting 3rd Quarter 2022 (MOTION G. Hofer/H. Burce). Water rates need to be approved by PSC and specific procedure followed, Hank and Carrie will report on procedure next month. Resident asking about part of sidewalk being paid for by Village, Ordinance # 63 was examined: owner is to pay cost, permit is required. An individual made an illegal U-turn and drove through newly poured concrete on Main Street today (July 12, 2022), report will be filed with Buffalo County Sheriff’s Department and bill will be sent to responsible individual to cover cost of labor to fix. Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: no report BBC: still waiting on draft of contract from Cyrus. 
Property on Main Street was discussed. Complaints came through e-mail regarding property, letter was sent to owner with ordinances that pertain to the situation. Owner working to make improvements. Building permit for this property was extended for 6 more months with expiration of 1/12/2023.
