Meeting was called to order by Village President Dave Busch with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7pm on Wednesday, August 10th, 2022 at the Village Hall. Members Present: Village President Dave Busch, Trustees: Stan Meier, Ed Bork, Greg Hofer, Holly Burce and Chuck Speltz. Also Present: Maintenance Supervisor Hank Koenig, Clerk/Treasurer Carrie Venner-Adams, Jared Cyrus, Parker Brand and Julia Birtzer. 
Public Comments: person who received bill for concrete damage on 7/12/2022 spoke to board and asked that charges to fix concrete damage be dismissed. He felt that Village was partially at fault for not blocking the area better. The board will learn more about the incident and will decide at September meeting if they will dismiss, split or keep at current charges.  
Committee Reports: Finance:  July financials were examined. Budgeting for 2023 is coming up and extra meeting times will need to be scheduled. Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: Concrete damage on 7/12/2022 was discussed, when damage happened the Village was not contacted about damage by the individual who had done it, signage is important. Lake aerators are not working, three at the cost of $165.00 each will be purchased. New PH meter will be purchased at $251. Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: Trustee Holly Burce will look into funding/grant for playground equipment by Hope Church. Concrete slab was poured for bench to be placed at Goose Lake in memory of William and Edna Meier. BBC&M Recycling: Land Use agreement Contract was discussed with Jared Cyrus, no contract signed at this time, revisions/updates need to be done; next meeting for BBC&M will be Tuesday, August 16th at 6:30pm. 
Village Hall roof was discussed. Materials will be approximately $20,000- $25,000 and labor costs around $10,000. Maintenance supervisor will look further into costs for patching material. ARPA funding will be looked into and budget numbers need to be examined before moving forward with new roof.
