Meeting was called to order by Village President Dave Busch with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7pm on Tuesday, September 13th, 2022 at the Village Hall. Committee Reports: 
Finance:  2023 Budget Workshop was scheduled for Tuesday, October 4th at 7pm. 
Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: Concrete damage on 7/12/2022 was discussed, Village decided to split the $200 repair costs, letter will be sent to individual who caused damage to notify him that he is responsible for $100 in repairs. Village has until 2025 to use LRIP funds for the 5th Street project (main to CCT). Lift Station upgrade needs to be considered when budgeting, estimated cost is $33,000. Maintenance supervisor asked if proposal for shared equipment with other municipalities would be considered, Board said they would consider and discuss once proposal is presented. Discussion was had regarding Village vs. private company performing work on water line issues. 
Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: Fall grant cycle was missed for playground by Hope Church, will submit in spring grant cycle. Riprap around Goose Lake is needed, will be considered in budget. Fire Department 2023 assessment will be $44,543.77, Cochrane’s share will be 22% ($9,799.63). 
BBC&M Recycling: Agreement between BBC and Cyrus close to completion. Land Use agreement Contract was discussed with Jared Cyrus, items will be revised by Cyrus attorney, after Village Board will review and then send to their legal counsel to be reviewed.  
Village Hall roof was discussed. ARPA funds available to date: $28,083.99. Motion was made to move forward with Bid Posting (2 items: materials and labor) and consider bids at October 11th meeting (MOTION C. Speltz/H. Burce), no opposing votes
Resolution #2022-3: Buffalo County Multi-Hazards Mitigation Plan was discussed. Motion to adopt Resolution #2022-3 (MOTION G. Hofer/S. Meier), no opposing votes 
Motion to approve the bills (MOTION E. Bork/G. Hofer), no opposing votes
Motion to approve minutes from August meeting (MOTION T. Bossert/E. Bork), no opposing votes
