Finance:  2023 Budget was discussed, Budget Hearing will be Wednesday, November 9 at 6:45pm.
Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: PSC water Rate increase was discussed, motion to file an application for a Simplified Rate Increase (4.5%) for January 1, 2023 with the Public Service Commission and to publish in paper (MOTION C. Speltz/S. Meier), no opposing votes. Signs will be ordered for Railroad crossing as specified by PSC, Village will contact County to get painted lines done.
