Finance: 2022 Audit complete including: PSC Report, MFR Form C, TID Annual Report. Separate account is needed for Sewer USDA loan: CD will be taken out through Alliance Bank in the amount of $47,140 as required by USDA. A separate CD that is set to expire April 30th will be cashed out to cover 5th Street LRIP Project.
Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: Resident at 227 N Main had leak/s in home and water/sewer bill was $3,707.54, resident knows that the water portion is their responsibility but wondering if sewer portion is all their responsibility since leak/s did not go down sewer: Board will wait to get more information on if leaks impacted sewer before making a decision. Administrative fee by County Highway Department was discussed: why an administrative fee so high, why when bill is months late, we must follow a budget and billing done so late is very difficult, Board will share concerns with Highway Department and Highway Committee members. Part-time maintenance position for summer will be filled by high-school student. Street sweeper will be here by end of week. Roof project has started. 
Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: Jack Spitzer from Boy Scouts gave presentation on putting in a Gaga Ball Pit in Cochrane: he will donate all time, approximately $800.00 needed for materials: funds will not come directly from Village of Cochrane at this time. Holly Burce presented on her Park and Recreation Project: this is separate from Village funds, she apologized for not asking before it all got started and for the confusion that is out there; funds are rolling in and whatever is able to be afforded for park improvements will be great for the whole community. Concern about a 4-wheeler running on dike, and a dog biting and ruining park swings.
