Will continue to work on clean-up and will report back to Board again next month.                                                             224 S Main Street: Thomas Mormann gave an update: contractor backed out on them so delayed, windows will be replaced in September, looking for roofing bids currently. Will continue to keep Board updated. 
Sewer/water issues at 105 Park Street: Resident Dottie Lorenz asked the Board to consider paying some of her sewer repair bill, Schaffner’s recommended that Village pay 20% because approximately 20% was related to main line. Board agreed to pay 20% Lorenz also asked if she could consolidate her 2 water/sewer meters into one bill, only paying for 1 service fee for each the water and sewer. It was explained that that is not possible, the only way to avoid 2 charges is to go through proper steps to shut off and remove one of the meters. 								                               Lorenz asked that the ducks be caught and put into snow fence during winter months.
Maintenance Staff was discussed. Village will look at job agency pricing and availability to help fill opening.
