Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: Energy audit is complete: overall doing well, water pump upgrade could lead to substantial savings with payback in 7 years. 5th Street project is almost complete: waiting for one valve and one manhole to be uncovered. Ye Old Schoolhouse Shoppe has generously donated a valve exerciser to the joint municipalities of Cochrane, Fountain City, Alma and Nelson. 
Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: Tri-Community Fire Department: costs for Village of Cochrane for Tender 620 Truck was $2,233.88; Cochrane Assessment for 2024 will be $ 9,798.03. Holly Burce gave update on playground improvements: Reglin helped place playground equipment, there is still some shifting and equipment is not safe to use; help is needed to stabilize properly.
