At 7pm Village President Busch called regular November Board Meeting to order. 
Public Comments: resident from 240 N Main Street voiced her concern on how owner of 300 Garden Drive landscaped. The landscaping that was done is directing water to flow into her yard, especially when it rains, causing erosion and many issues on her property. Board will look into matter more and talk with owner of 300 Garden Drive, it is believed to be a civil matter but Board will try to help neighbor relations.
Ordinances: owner of 224 S Main Street gave an update on work being done. Working on windows, siding, and roof. Work will continue for approximately the next 12 weeks.

Finance:  Motion was made to approve the 2024 Budget (MOTION C.Speltz/D.Robinson), no opposing votes. Resolution 2023-1: Unpaid Bills Tax Assessment was reviewed, motion made to approve Resolution 2023-1, putting any unpaid utility/Village of Cochrane bills on to the property owner’s tax bill (MOTION E. Bork/C. Speltz), no opposing votes. 
Sewer, Water, Streets & Sidewalks: Residents need to notify Village if they are having water/sewer issues that may be Village responsibility so that approved work can be done by approved service providers: reminder will be put in tax brochure. Commercial, Service and Garden are not approved DOT streets, will investigate getting them added. One of the pumps is not working at sewer plant: new one will be ordered and will also have non-working pump looked at to see if it can be rebuilt. Data logger (sewer) purchase for next year is approved. Leak at water tower was repaired. 
Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: Playground installation has been completed and is now open for play. Sidewalk ordinance will be looked at and possibly revised to include nothing on sidewalks.  TID map has been revised to include the ½ mile buffer to aid in contemplating new amendments for future projects. Representative Scott Bolstad from Sen. Ron Johnson’s office held office hours in Cochrane on Thursday, November 7th: he will look into steps for eliminating train whistle and steps to eliminate flood plain.
