BBC&M Recycling: The increase in brush fees is due to DNR regulation that is requiring a smaller burn pad, therefore requiring more hours to properly burn 
Finance: Mid-year budget numbers were presented; area of concern is flood costs that are already over $30,000 beyond budget

Health, Fire, Parks, Ordinances, Floods: Many issues with flooding; Maintenance supervisor and Board will work on long-term solutions to make sure things are fixed and ready for next time. President Busch thanked and commended Maintenance Supervisor Hank and his son Dakota for a job well done. PYAA has asked that the Board look at potentially concreting the bleacher pad and dugouts if there is money left over after the Ballpark water/sewer hook-up and bathroom project that will be covered by Buffalo County Park grant, the Board will consider if money left. Some neighboring municipalities are requesting that the severe weather sirens are utilized not only for tornados but for severe thunderstorms also, Board agrees.
